U.S. GOVERNMENT MAKES LANDMARK FOOD AID
PURCHASE OF SOY PROTEIN ISOLATE

In December 2008, the U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA)
announced its approval of $100 million in funding for purchases
of 72,000 tons of U.S. agricultural commaodities for the
McGovern-Dole International Food for Education Program for FY
2009. This decision represented another milestone for WISHH
because it included the federal government’s
first approval of a request for soy protein
isolate in a food assistance program. As it has
on other high-protein soy product requests,
WISHH worked closely with the development
organization that wanted the product as well
as the soy processing industry that could
provide it.

PRODUCE SOYFOODS

In 2008, WISHH staff and consultants
offered technical assistance for the
installation and related education on the
use of soydairy technology. The project
was done in collaboration with Rotarians
from Guatemala and Honduras who
purchased three SoyCows but needed
whole soybeans to feed the SoyCows for
one year and the necessary training on
how to install and use the beans. Through
the World Soy Foundation, 20.4 metric
tons of soybeans, enough to feed the three
SoyCows for a year, was donated by eight
North Dakota and Minnesota firms
collectively known as the Northern Food
Grade Soybean Association. The three
SoyCows, two in Guatemala and one in
Honduras, are currently producing soymilk
for children who need protein
enhancement in their diets.

These efforts
established a supply chain for the sale of
textured soy flour and other products in
Haiti as well as demonstrated the
nutritional benefits of soy flour and textured
protein in school lunch programs.

WISHH’s 2008 activities put valuable
soy nutrition in the diets of Honduran
children. University of Illinois National
Soybean Research Laboratory (NSRL)
representatives assisted companies like
ANDIFAR in developing complementary
food — the transition from breast milk to
family foods — for a Honduran young
child feeding pilot program. WISHH and
NSRL, San Rafael Clinic and Aragua
Clinic, non-governmental organizations,
collaborated on a research project with
a soy-based complementary food. Other
efforts included working with Casa
Aurora, a program supported by the
Catholic Church, that provides families
affected by HIV with a monthly food
basket. The basket included texturized
soy protein (TSP) and offered nutritional
training.

WISHH-PSF MOTHER & CHILD NUTRITION PROJECT

INAUGURATED IN BANGLADESH

To establish soy protein as an effective source of nutrition for the
malnourished children of Bangladesh, the WISHH-PSF Mother &
Child Nutrition Project was inaugurated on March 1, in Dhaka, the
capital of Bangladesh. WISHH supported the program through the
U.S. Department of Agriculture’s Quality Sample Program. Hundreds
of mothers and children attended the ceremony, led by Dr. J. Banu,
a physician and co-founder of the Palli Shishu Foundation (PSF), a
non-governmental organization dedicated to the well-being of children. During the

two-month initiative, 1,300 children and 400 pregnant and lactating mothers received 25
grams soy protein-fortified cookies and 100 milliliters of fortified and sweetened soymilk.
The soy protein biscuits were fortified with Supro 220 D IP Soy Protein Isolates
manufactured by Solae, and soymilk produced from Soy Flakes, a product of MicroSoy
Corporation. American Soybean Association International Marketing (ASA-IM) Project
Consultant Haque Zahrul for Bangladesh designed and launched this important market

development effort.

More than 680,000 School Children
Fed Soyfoods in India

WISHH and NSRL are helping the
Akshaya Patra Foundation, a
non-governmental organization, feed
soy-enhanced school lunches to more
than 680,000 children. This highly
successful program incorporates soy
flour and textured soy protein into
existing Indian dishes that the children
know and enjoy. The addition of the
soy protein supplies one-third of the
children’s daily protein needs. In many
cases, the knowledge that the children
will be receiving the hot lunches has
encouraged parents to send their
children to school.

Children and People with HIV/AIDS
WISHH, the National Soybean
Research Laboratory, International
Relief and Development and

two local implementing partners
(non-governmental organizations,
cooperatives, and family
businesses) combined forces in
Cambodia in 2008. The project
produced soy milk and other

soy products for people living with
HIV/AIDS as well as orphans and
vulnerable children and their
families. In addition to making soy
milk and tofu available to these
people, the project generated
enough soyfoods for additional
sales through micro enterprises.
In addition, the effort provides

okara, a byproduct of the
soyfoods production, to families
raising piglets for future income
generation.

The program can generate
enough soy milk, tofu, and soy-enhanced
baked goods for sale by female
entrepreneurs and support the
sustainability of the overall initiative.

U.S. WOMEN SOYBEAN LEADERS FIND OPPORTUNITY
FOR SOY PROTEIN IN AFRICA

The U.S. Women in Soy delegation, comprised mostly of female
leaders from the United Soybean Board (USB) and American Soybean
Association Board of Directors, spent two weeks in Africa in August.
"Our group saw protein deficiency and great opportunities with
governments and the private sector to meet that need with U.S. soy,"
said USB director Vanessa Kummer, a North Dakota soybean grower.
The soybean leaders met with entrepreneurs, such as a flour miller
who is introducing high-protein soy foods to bakers, and

participated in a soyfoods seminar that attracted many food industry
representatives. The delegation also visited a WISHH project in
cooperation with International Relief and Development in Mozambique
that provides U.S. textured soy protein to women who have created

WISHH SENDS SOY FLOUR FOR
AFRICAN FOOD TRIALS

Through funding from the USDA’s

Quality Samples Program (QSP), WISHH
purchased and shipped a 20-foot container
of defatted soy flour to South Africa.

Shipped from Mankato, Minnesota, the soy
arrived in Durban, South Africa in October.
The samples are being used to introduce
the advantages of using U.S. defatted soy
flour in baking applications. Impilo
Products, the company receiving the
shipment, met with CHS representative
Pam Schubbe, WISHH and the U.S.
Women in Soy team while in South Africa
in August. Additional containers were
prepared for Senegal and Nigeria.

AFRICAN ENTREPRENEURS
SEE ENORMOUS POTENTIAL FOR
FOODS MADE WITH QUALITY U.S. SOY

WISHH utilized soybean checkoff dollars leveraged with the
U.S. Department of Agriculture’s (USDA) Cochran Fellowship
Program to bring African business and banking leaders to the
United States for training in 2008. The training included
participation in Soy Symposium in Chicago, training at the

University of lllinois National Soybean Research Laboratory
as well as meetings with a soy processing equipment
manufacturer. All four participants agreed that what is really
needed in Africa is a high-quality affordable protein because
they see growing African recognition of the benefits of
soyfoods and the quality of U.S. soy. They concluded that the
market potential for soy in Africa is enormous.

WISHH INTRODUCES SOY TO AFRICAN
BAKERS AND MEAT PROCESSORS

U.S. Soy Flour Benefits Even More Important During
Times of High Food Prices

Ghana: Baking demonstration

In 2008, WISHH helped developing country food
companies make more and better foods by introducing
soy flour to bakers and meat processors. WISHH sent
veteran baker Clyde Stauffer from Ohio to Ethiopia,
Mozambique, Tanzania, Senegal and Nigeria where he

advised multiple bakers. They saw firsthand how to use
defatted soy flour in their regular wheat flour doughs
effectively. One bread shop realized that adding

750 grams of defatted soy flour would give them 6-6.5
extra baguettes, resulting in an extra $12 of baguettes
for sale. The additional yield from their sliced sandwich
loaf equated to an extra $5. Another baker tested
defatted soy flour in pita breads where they had an
ongoing problem with the product drying out and
becoming inflexible after one day. Stauffer and the
bakery team proved soy flour added moisture content
and produced 10 extra packages of pita bread for

$16 of additional pita. Also in 2008, WISHH sent
consultant, Bruce Large, to Kenya, Tanzania,
Mozambique, Ethiopia and Ghana to introduce
various types and uses of soy proteins to the meat
industry. The regions’ meat industry is eager to
explore product reformulations using soy protein.

EFFECTS OF PROTEIN IN HIV PATIENTS
STUDY COMPLETE

A study involving protein intake of HIV-positive patients
that WISHH initiated and supported was concluded in
2008; the study was part of the Soy in Southern Africa
Global Development Alliance, funded in part by USAID,
WISHH and partners. The ground-breaking clinical trial
to determine the impact of protein supplementation in
adults living with HIV infection in South Africa included
WISHH, Solae, TetraPak, DewFresh, and the University
of Stellenbosch. A beverage containing 25 grams of
protein from soy and another, were designed and
packaged for the study. Both drinks had micronutrients.
All who participated appeared to benefit from the
intervention. The patients who benefitted most from protein
supplementation, compared to placebo, were those who
had previously lost weight and had inadequate body
protein (mostly muscle). These patients improved

the level and function of their body protein, which is
important because body protein level is the most
significant predictor of survival with HIV infection.

The complete results of the study are awaiting
publication in a peer-reviewed journal.

GLOBAL ORGANIZATIONS JOIN WISHH TO EXAMINE
OPPORTUNITIES TO OFFER NUTRITION

WISHH’s Washington seminar in March 2008 attracted approximately

100 attendees ranging from U.S. food assistance program officials to
funding organizations like the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation to

The program examined opportunities for the
public and private sectors to address global malnutrition, HIV/AIDS and
promote economic growth in developing countries. The Michigan Soybean
Promotion Committee and other Qualified State Soybean Boards sponsored
the conference and their support was leveraged by industry sponsorships
from: Cargill - gold-level sponsor; Solae - silver level sponsor; and Archer
Daniels Midland (ADM), Bunge, Monsanto and the Monsanto Fund -
bronze level sponsors.

WISHH MIDWEST WORKSHOP PROVIDES TIMELY SOY-HEALTH TRAINING

WISHH and the World Soy Foundation convened more than 50 representatives
of developing country food industries, private voluntary organizations,
government officials, as well as U.S. soybean processing leaders for the WISHH
Midwest Workshop. Companies involved in soyfoods from Cambodia, Ethiopia,
Nigeria, Senegal and South Africa attended the weeklong program in October
2008. The sessions took place at the National Soybean Research Laboratory at
. the University of Illinois, Urbana-Champaign, to provide training on soy’s health
benefits, how to integrate soy protein into diets and product development
programs. Soybean growers hosted a tour of their farm.

The WISHH Midwest Workshop is an important opportunity to introduce and
train global hunger fighters on how to take advantage of the health benefits of

| soybeans. The annual event was timely. In September, the Food and Agriculture
Organization revised the official number of hungry people worldwide up to 923

- million, and projected that if higher food prices and other factors continue, the
number of urgently hungry could climb to more than a billion in 2009.

WISHH CONFERENCES DELIVER IMPORTANT SOY HEALTH INFORMATION OVERSEAS

Throughout the year, WISHH played an important role in nutrition conferences held in developing countries where eager
entrepreneurs and policymakers could meet along with representatives of organizations that work on health, nutrition and
development. Their discussions focused on the sustainable roles for soy protein in their countries. WISHH supported the Soy
Southern Africa’s 10th International Soyfood and Soy Nutrition Conference held in South Africa in August. More than 100 attendees
came for the program that featured Dr. Mark Messina, an internationally recognized
nutrition expert that WISHH brought to the program.

In October WISHH helped host more than 100 business, government and

academic officials for a soyfoods conference in Lagos, the commercial capitol of Nigeria.
The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) agricultural attaché opened the meeting,
highlighting increasing trade in agricultural goods. WISHH partners Solae and Tetra Pak
sent international representatives to the meeting. Many of the Nigerian attendees
expressed interest in soy protein, which is in very short supply in Nigeria. WISHH followed
up by sending a container of soy flour and textured soy, funded by USDA’s Quality Samples
Program, to demonstrate soy’s effectiveness at increasing quality and lowering the cost of
meat and baked goods.

“Soy-Health & Nutrition Benefits for Children and Adults” was the focus of the November
2008 WISHH workshop in Ghana, a trade hub for West Africa. WISHH convened speakers
representing the University of Ghana and school feeding programs, as well as food industry a
private voluntary organization representatives. The agribusiness leaders and government
officials involved in nutrition and food all agreed that Ghana needs more protein and that e : . ;
soy is an important solution. They challenged the international business community to Nigeria: Children sip soy milk
develop the supply chain that can help Ghana satisfy its need.

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Leveraged Growth:

WISHH’s budget grew in 2008, thanks in part to expansion of USDA’s Emerging Markets Program to
Nigeria and Senegal. The budget also grew on the Soybean Checkoff side, thanks to record prices for
soybeans and State and National soybean boards’ willingness to invest in WISHH programs. WISHH
was also awarded its largest U.S. Agency for International Development grant to date, a Global
Development Alliance project in Nigeria, but WISHH was unable to implement the program when the
Nigerian government delayed its support for a soy and cassava-based school feeding initiative.

Commodity Utilization:

The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) announced its approval of $100 million in funding for
purchases of 72,000 tons of U.S. agricultural commaodities for the McGovern-Dole International Food for
Education Program for FY 2009. This decision represented another milestone for WISHH because it
included the federal government’s first approval of a request for soy protein isolate in a food assistance
program. While higher prices for soy flour slowed demand in the baking sector, WISHH built heightened
interest in soy among meat processors who are developing supply chain linkages with soy protein
suppliers. Two new customers in East Africa placed orders for soy protein isolates in late 2008.
Textured soy demand is increasing in Honduras, Haiti and other countries where WISHH works.

Partnerships and Service Delivery Excellence:

2008 saw the successful culmination of U.S. Agency for International Development-funded Global
Development Alliances in East and Southern Africa and Honduras. Cargill is continuing both its
philanthropic outreach, through the World Soy Foundation, and increasing commercial sales of soy in
Central America. Several U.S. companies are developing commercial relationships with firms in South
Africa as a direct result of the Soy in Southern Africa Alliance. WISHH'’s technical transfer program
continues to demonstrate ways to incorporate high quality soy proteins into processed food.

Communication of Results:

WISHH accomplished its goal of launching a newly redesigned website in 2008. The website not only
features easier navigation and customized search, it provides easy access to a nutrition library with
current HIV/AIDS research, WISHH news vehicles, workshop presentations, and updates on WISHH
global outreach activities, including a photo gallery. Please visit us at: www.wishh.org.

Management and Internal Systems Effectiveness:

2008 was the first full year for the Director of Operations, a new position. This position has enhanced
WISHH effectiveness as conferences have expanded and international consultancies increase. WISHH
expanded its monitoring and evaluation processes, cataloguing WISHH partners, service recipients and
soy buyers. With the help of new software, WISHH can track the services and the recipients moving
toward the goal of increased utilization of soy, and thereby measure the success of our programs.

2008 was a year full of misinformation about the availability of crops for food as well as fuels, such as
biodiesel. WISHH helped communicate how all the protein from a soybean grown for biodiesel is
available for food. Because only the oil from the soybean is used for fuel, all the protein is available.
The more biodiesel acres, the more protein-rich food. The approximately 360 million gallons of
biodiesel made from soybeans in the United States in 2007 co-produced enough soybean meal to
equate to 110 billion rations of protein for school feeding projects like ones that WISHH supports.
WISHH also patrticipated in sustainability discussions led by the National Biodiesel Board.
